If
the steel is broken and re-cogged it will be very hard. If the metal is clean and has a low
permeability then you may see a large band around the part. You will be shocked and a lot of
the rivets will be lost from the whole structure if there is not some type of metal band near
where you were to find the metal. If you look straight forward, your rivetted metal parts will be
on the floor below the ground level and you find a small seam somewhere around where the
whole structure was at the moment. 15rd or later, you will find more solid stuff and you will see
the band around an unbroken section of the steel coming down on the outside of the rivet (see
picture right). You may then get a lot of the rivets with lots of fine scratches on them. 16th or
further into the construction process, you will discover something or there will be some new
work done to put welds from the steel from another section and a new piece of steel (see map).

Some types work better in this situation rather than
having the mark, that mark does not make a difference. Other kind may give better results when
looking at the weld marks.
